7th Annual Ribbon Festival
The Festival will be held on Saturday, January 24, 2009 at Cedar Park Assembly of God in Bothell.  The cost has been increased to $25 for students of Eastside members.  The fee for students who are not studying with an Eastside chapter member is $145.  An adult must accompany each student at the festival.
Registration is due by the November 24th general meeting.  Schedules will be mailed to participating teachers by the end of December.  

The Ribbon Festival is a musical event sponsored by the Eastside Music Teachers Association.  Its purpose is to provide an enjoyable way to motivate students and aid them in developing essential musicianship skills.  The Festival is a non-competitive event.  Participants receive a ribbon for every event they complete.  Non-performance events are divided into levels so that beginners, as well as more advanced performers, may participate.

Participants may enter a variety of events and workshops including solos, duets, original compositions, scales, chords, arpeggios, 60-second challenge, ear training, and music theory, as well as a variety of workshops led by local artists and teachers.  This is an opportunity for solo/duet performance and classroom instruction beyond the private studio setting, where a variety of musical topics will be offered in a hands-on learning environment.  Students do not need to sign up at the same level for all activities.  Students will be grouped in requested workshops according to similar theory levels and ages.

Teachers will be required to provide five (5) hours of staff time at the event per every five students entered.  Teachers entering fewer than five students will still be expected to do a five-hour shift.  The first five hours must be covered by the teacher; subsequent hours may be staffed by the teacher of adults (over age 16) provided from that teacher’s studio.  (Parents of students, former students, spouses, etc.)  Names and contact information for all festival staff must be included with registration forms.  Non-teacher staffers will be able to sign up for volunteer time in one-hour blocks.

If a teacher enters 10 students, they will be expected to provide staffing for two shifts.  A teacher entering 11 or 12 would be expected to provide staff for three shifts.  Think of it like tax brackets:  once you get above the magic number, you are in the next higher category – no prorating.

Resources:

This year, we will have a “Resources” table set up in the “A” building where the workshops are.  Books and recordings by our workshop teachers will be for sale for cash or check only – 

no credit cards.   

How to fill out the Ribbon Festival  Registration Forms
If possible, please download the registration form from www.eastsidemusicteachers.org, fill it out on your computer, and email it to Carmen Still at stills1@verizon.net.  It saves a lot of time to have them submitted electronically.  

Print out a copy and send it in with your check.

1. Fill in your (teacher) information at the top of each page.  Be sure that your name is on each page, as this information will help us with creating each student’s schedule.

2. Enter each student’s name in the appropriate boxes.  Important - Please print.  Leave spaces blank if item does not apply.  Keep a copy for your records.

3. Indicate any scheduling preferences.  Bracket together students who must perform at the same time, such as duet partners.  No more than four students can be scheduled together.

4. Indicate morning or afternoon preference, if any. Space will be assigned on a first-come-first-served basis.  Students with a time preference may not receive workshops they’ve asked for if a session of the class is not offered during their preferred time.
(A = AM (morning); M= middle of the day (early afternoon), P = PM (late afternoon/evening)
5. Indicate the number of minutes needed for each performance the student intends to do.  Maximum time limit for all pieces is 4 minutes.  The scheduling committee will add time to each session to allow students to approach the piano, as well as bow and return to their seats at the end.

6. Duet performance duration – Enter the full time for the duet in both students’ lines.  Piano duets are for one piano only.

7. Indicate the skill level for each of the Theory, Ear-Training, Rhythm Proficiency, and Technique  categories (scales, chords, arpeggios, and the 60-second challenge).  Please note:  the 60-second challenge must be played at the SAME or harder skill level as Scales.  Please see page 6 for details on skill levels. 

8. For students who wish to participate in the Washington State Musicianship exams, enter a checkmark (() in the blank next to the activity that they wish to take the exam for.  The WSMTA Exams “Technique” category includes scales, chords/progressions and arpeggios, so a student must sign up for all three of these at the same level in order to qualify for the exam.
9. For workshops, please enter the student’s level, using the WSMTA Musicianship Exam level for theory, and indicate the class the student would most like to participate in.  Classes will be assigned according to level and age.  Levels are 1 - 10.  Please list 1st, 2nd, and 3rd choices.  
10. Tally up the number of ribbons and exams needed for each category.  If you have used more than one page to list all of your students, please give a grand total for each category at the top of the first page.

11. Send one check for all students entering the Ribbon Festival.  Registration cost is $25 per student, regardless of how many or how few events he/she participates in.  Cost for students who are not currently studying with an Eastside member is $145.

The deadline for entering students in the Ribbon Festival is the end of the November business meeting. Classes will be assigned on a first-come-first-served basis, so mail your registration forms in early!
How to fill out the Ribbon Festival  Staffing Form

1. Fill out your teacher information at the top of the page.

2. Count up the total number of students you have registered for the festival.  Teachers are required to provide 5 hours of staffing time for every five students entered.  Use the following chart to determine the number of staffing hours your studio will need to provide:

3. The first five hours must be covered by you, the teacher.  Subsequent shifts may be covered by an adult, such as a parent of a student, or any student over age 16.

4. Parents of students that are volunteering for Ribbon Festival shifts can act as supervisors for their own children while they are covering their Ribbon Festival staffing time.

5. Fill out the contact information for each volunteer.

6. Be sure to indicate how many 1-hour shifts each volunteer will be able to cover.  Maximum per volunteer is 8.

7. Make as many copies of this form as you need.

8. The Staffing form is due with the Registration form.  The deadline for registration is the November chapter business meeting.  All scheduling and workshop assignments are done on a first-come-first-served basis, so I encourage you to mail your forms in early.

Performances & Workshops

Solo:  MUST BE MEMORIZED, with a time limit of 4 minutes.

Duet:  This piece does not need to be memorized.  Duets must be played with student peers, NOT with the teacher, in order to earn the ribbon.  Piano duets must be for one piano.  If a performer is not participating in the Ribbon Festival other than in a duet, and wishes to receive a ribbon, $1 will be collected at the time of registration; include that extra ribbon in the count on the registration form.  Time limit is 4 minutes.
Original Composition:  The student will bring his or her original manuscript and show it to the monitor, as well as perform it, to receive a ribbon.  Time limit is 4 minutes.
Baroque:  Performed on a harpsichord.  The student will play a piece from the Baroque era.  The piece can be played with the music.  Time limit is 4 minutes.

Workshops

Exploring New Repertoire:

“A focus on Piano Music of Africa and the African Diaspora” with Dr. Chapman Nyaho

Dr. Nyaho will discuss piano music by composers of African descent and will perform music from his five volume anthology recently published by Oxford University Press.

Baroque Instruments with Jack Peters

In this hands-on class, you will discover how clavichords, harpsichords and virginals work, their use and their history.  Much of the music by Bach Handel and Scarlatti, was written for these instruments.  The keyboard instruments provided by Jack Peters were made in his Seattle workshop.

In Rhythm Jam you will learn about and play percussion instruments from all over the world. As a group we'll learn individual rhythms and inter-locking rhythms and then apply our new skills and sounds by playing together and improvising as a soloist.  Mark has his M.M. in Jazz Performance from the University of New Orleans.
Introduction to Violin with Carol North

If you’ve ever wondered what it’s like to play a violin, this is your opportunity to find out.  This hands-on class will give you the opportunity to try your hand at this popular orchestra instrument.
Introduction to Brass Instruments, with Jim Sisko
Come and learn the fundamentals of brass playing. I will address embouchure, air, and tonguing as it pertains to the trumpet and the trombone. Don't miss this opportunity check out a brass instrument!
Introduction to Guitar, with Doug Rice of University of Puget Sound

Treat yourself to basic sight reading in staff notation, chord reading with chord diagrams, and basic ensemble playing for guitar.

Every piece of music can create mood and movement.  Explore how to interpret articulation, phrasing and character through movement of the body.  Observe how dancers choreograph by careful listening of the music, its rhythm, dynamics, tempo and more.  Dancers from Emerald Ballet Theatre will show you how! 

Improvisation with Forrest “Marty” Kinney

“Improvisation is making up your own music as you play.”  Mr. Kinney will be coaching small groups in the fine art of improv.  There will be four sessions, divided by age and level, with 25 students per session.
