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Eastside Music Teacher’s

 8th Annual Ribbon Festival
The Ribbon Festival is an event sponsored by the Eastside Music Teachers Association, a chapter of the Washington State Music Teacher’s Association.  Its purpose is to provide an enjoyable way to motivate students and aid them in developing essential musicianship skills.  

Participants may enter different events including solos, duets, Baroque-era repertoire, original compositions, Scale Olympics, 60-second scale challenge, and music theory. This is an opportunity for solo/duet performance and classroom instruction beyond the private studio setting, where a variety of musical topics will be offered in a hands-on learning environment.  Workshops in topics such as improvisation, guitar and baroque dance will be offered.  Read on for more details!

This Festival is a non-competitive, non-adjudicated event.  Participants receive a ribbon for every event they complete. Each event is divided into levels so that beginners, as well as more advanced performers, may participate.

Date, Time and Location

The Ribbon Festival will be held on Saturday, February 27th, 2010 at Cedar Park Assembly of God in Bothell.  Cost is $25 for students of Eastside members.  Students studying with a teacher that is not a member of the Eastside chapter may enroll for a cost of $140 per student.  An adult must accompany each student at the Festival.

Registration is due by the November business meeting, November 23rd.  Schedules will be mailed to participating teachers by the first week of January, (hopefully earlier).   

Teachers will be required to provide four (4) hours of staff time at the event per every five students entered.  Teachers entering fewer than five students will still be expected to do a four-hour shift.  The first four hours must be covered by the teacher. Subsequent staffing time can be covered by an adult associated with the teacher’s studio (parent of student, adult student over age 16, etc.)  Volunteer shifts will be done in one-hour blocks of time; volunteers are encouraged to sign up for more than one block.  Parents that volunteer may request to be scheduled to staff classes and workshops that their children are scheduled in. Names and contact information for all festival staff and volunteers must be included with registration forms.

Ribbon Festival 
Ribbon Events
Students will receive a ribbon for each event they enter.  Students may enter any event.  For scales, chords, and arpeggios, non-keyboard students should make adjustments for their specific instrument.

Theory:  Students will be able to take these tests at any time.  The room monitor will have answer keys, and will correct the tests as they are completed.

Scales/Chords/Arpeggios/60-second challenge:  We will be using an abbreviated version of last year’s test.  Please read following pages for details.

Solo:  MUST BE MEMORIZED, with a time limit of 4 minutes.

Duet:  This piece does not need to be memorized.  Duets must be played with student peers, NOT with the teacher, in order to earn the ribbon.  Piano duets must be for one piano.  If a performer is not participating in the Ribbon Festival other than in a duet, and wishes to receive a ribbon, $1 will be collected at the time of registration, and the extra ribbon included in the ribbon count on the teacher’s registration form.  Time limit is 4 minutes.
Original Composition:  The student will bring his or her original manuscript and show it to the monitor, as well as perform it, to receive a ribbon.  Time limit is 4 minutes.
Baroque:  Performed on a harpsichord.  The student will play a piece from the Baroque era.  The piece can be played with the music.  Time limit is 4 minutes.

Music Jeopardy, with Julie Howe
How fast can you respond to music questions? Push the button, respond correctly, and receive points. Tickle your brain. This game is fun, fast, and filled with learning.

In Rhythm Jam you will learn about and play percussion instruments from all over the world. As a group we'll learn individual rhythms and inter-locking rhythms and then apply our new skills and sounds by playing together and improvising as a soloist.  

Introduction to Baroque Dance, with Anna Mansbridge and other instructors from Seattle Early Dance
Did you know that Minuets, Bourées and Gavottes were originally dances that people did for fun at grand balls hosted by Kings and Queens? Baroque Instruments with Jack Peters

In this hands-on class, you will discover how clavichords, harpsichords and virginals work, their use and their history.  Much of the music by Bach Handel and Scarlatti, was written for these instruments.  The keyboard instruments provided by Jack Peters were made in his Seattle workshop.  

Introduction to Guitar, with Doug Rice of University of Puget Sound

Treat yourself to basic sight reading in staff notation, chord reading with chord diagrams, and basic ensemble playing for guitar.

How to fill out the Ribbon Festival  Registration Forms
If possible, please download the registration form from www.eastsidemusicteachers.org, 
fill it out on your computer, print out a copy and send it in with your check.

1. Fill in your (teacher) information at the top of each page.  Be sure that your information is on each page, as this information will help us with creating each student’s schedule.

2. Enter each student’s name in the appropriate boxes.  Important - Please print.  Leave spaces blank if item does not apply.  Keep a copy for your records.

3. Indicate any scheduling preferences.  Students with a time preference may not receive workshops they’ve asked for if a session of the class is not offered during their preferred time.
4. Indicate morning or afternoon preference, if any. Space will be assigned on a first-come-first-served basis.  

(A = AM (morning); M= middle of the day (early afternoon), P = PM (late afternoon/evening)
5. For Duets and “Schedule Together” groups: Turn the registration page over.  Enter students’ names and total duet performance time in the blanks provided.  

6. If a duet pair needs to have their entire festival schedule coordinated – meaning that they need to start and finish their day together – then check the box “Schedule Together”.  (This is usually for siblings or families carpooling together.)  This may limit what classes these students get, as coordinating their schedule will take priority over getting them into their first choice class.
7. If a duet pair does not need their schedules coordinated, but simply need their duet performance scheduled together, then do NOT check the “Schedule Together” box.  This is generally the case for students who are from different families, and don’t need to arrive and leave the festival together.  Leaving the box unchecked gives these students the best chance to get their favorite workshops.

8. “Schedule Together” groups – these are for groups of students (maximum: 4 per group) that need to arrive and leave the festival at the same time.  Most used by families with multiple siblings attending the festival.  By grouping these students together, you are indicating that keeping their schedules coordinated is more important than making sure they get their favorite workshops.  These students may not get their first or second choice workshops, in order to make the group’s schedules coordinate.
9. On the front of the registration page:  Indicate the number of whole minutes needed for each performance the student intends to do.  Maximum time limit for all pieces is 4 minutes.  The scheduling committee will add time to each session to allow students to approach the piano, as well as bow and return to their seats at the end.

10. Duet performance duration – Enter the full time for the duet in both students’ lines.  Piano duets are for one piano only, or piano plus second instrument (or voice).  None of our performance halls has two pianos.

11. Indicate the skill level for each of the Scale Olympics categories (Scales, chords, arpeggios, and the 60-second Challenge).  Please note:  the 60-second challenge must be played at the SAME skill level as Scales.  Please see the registration packet for details on skill levels.  
12. For workshops, please enter the student’s level and age, and indicate the class the student would most like to participate in.  Classes will be assigned according to level and/or age.  Please list 1st, 2nd, and 3rd choices.  Additional choices can be indicated if you like.  Classes will be assigned on a first-come-first-served basis, based on the date your registration forms and checks are received.

Please note:  students do not need to sign up for the same performance level as they do skills (Scale Olympics and Theory).  Skill level information is used to place students in workshops with other students of similar skills.

13. Tally up the number of ribbons needed for each category.  If you have used more than one page to list all of your students, please give a grand total for each category at the top of the first page.

14. Send one check for all students entering the Ribbon Festival.  Registration cost is $25 per student, regardless of how many or how few events he/she participates in.  Cost for students who are not currently studying with an Eastside member is $140 per student.
15. Mail the registration forms to Carmen Still at 10505 NE 139th St, Kirkland, WA  98034, or bring them to the November chapter meeting.  The deadline for entering students in the Ribbon Festival is the end of the November business meeting. Classes will be assigned on a first-come-first-served basis, so mail your registration forms in early!

How to fill out the Ribbon Festival  Staffing Form

If possible, please download the forms from the chapter website at www.eastsidemusicteachers.org, fill them out on your computer, 

print out a copy and send it in with your check.

1. Fill out your teacher information at the top of the page.

2. Count up the total number of students you have registered for the festival.  Teachers are required to provide 4 hours of staffing time for every five students entered.  Use the following chart to determine the number of staffing hours your studio will need to provide:

3. The first four hours must be covered by you, the teacher.  Subsequent shifts may be covered by an adult, such as a parent of a student, or any student over age 16.

4. Parents of students that are volunteering for Ribbon Festival shifts can act as supervisors for their own children while they are covering their Ribbon Festival staffing time.

5. Fill out the contact information for each volunteer.

6. Check the boxes for all “jobs” that each volunteer is qualified and willing to do.

7. Check the boxes for volunteers willing to help a bit before and/or after the festival with set-up and tear-down.

8. Be sure to indicate how many 1-hour shifts each volunteer will be able to cover.  Maximum per volunteer is 8.

9. Make as many copies of this form as you need.

10. The Staffing form is due with the Registration form.  The deadline for registration is the November chapter business meeting.  All scheduling and workshop assignments are done on a first-come-first-served basis, so I encourage you to mail your forms in early.

11. Some students need proof of volunteer hours for a non-profit organization for high school.  Ribbon Festival qualifies for this; please submit the student’s name, and the number of hours they worked to Carmen Still after the festival is over for a letter to the district as proof of volunteerism.

Arpeggio
( Prepare 4 octave major and minor arpeggios, 2nd inversion, in all keys, hands together.  Play in key chosen by facilitator. (Major and relative minor)



( Prepare 4 octave vii°7 (fully diminished seventh) arpeggios, root position, in all keys, hands together.  Play in key chosen by facilitator.

60-Second Challenge
The 60-Second Challenge is a scales event designed to test students’ ability to play scales accurately and with speed.
To earn this ribbon, students must complete the 60-Second Challenge in one minute or less.  The 60-second challenge should be done after the student has finished playing for the other scales, chords, and arpeggios categories.  Students must perform the 60-second challenge at the same level at which they performed their scales.  The following chart identifies the challenge for the corresponding scale levels.  
Level 1


5-finger patterns up and down, beginning on white keys. Single hand or hands together.

Levels 2 and 3


One octave major scales up and down, beginning on white keys.  Single hand.

Level 4 and 5


One octave major scales up and down, beginning on white keys.  Hands together.

Level 6


All 12 enharmonic major keys one octave up and down.  Hands together.

Level 7


All 12 enharmonic major keys two octaves up and down.  Hands together

Level 8


Two octave minor scales (natural or harmonic) up and down, beginning on white keys.  Hands together.

Levels 9 and 10


All 12 enharmonic minor scales (natural or harmonic) two octaves, up and down.   Hands together.

· Identify white or black keys on a pictured keyboard

· Give the letter names of notes on the grand staff from the first line bass G to fifth line treble F

· Draw sharp, flat and natural sign

· Identify 2nds, 3rds, 4ths and 5ths on a pictured keyboard and staff, white keys only

Level 3

· Write in the counting for rhythm examples in 2/4, 3/4 and 4/4 meter.  Rhythms may include paired eighth notes, quarter notes and rests, half notes and rests, dotted half notes, and whole notes and rests.

· Recognize and/or give the definitions for piano, mezzo piano, mezzo forte, and forte symbols

· Identify ties and slurs

· Explain the meaning of the numbers in a time signature

· Draw stems for notes on the staff in the proper direction

· Draw sharp, flat, and natural symbols on the staff in proper placement

· Give the letter names of notes on the grad staff, including exterior space notes adjacent to the staff

· Identify 2nds, 3rds, 4ths, 5ths and 6ths by distance only on a pictured keyboard and staff

· Identify whole and half steps on the staff

Level 4

· Write in the counting for rhythm examples in 2/4, 3/4 and 4/4 meter.  Rhythms may include eighth note pairs, quarter notes and rests, dotted quarter followed by eighth note, half notes and rests, dotted half notes, whole notes and rests and upbeats.

· Recognize and/or give the definitions for pianissimo, piano, mezzo piano, mezzo forte, and forte and fortissimo symbols

· Explain the meaning of the numbers in a time signature

· Recognize and/or give the definitions for accent, 8va and D.C. al Fine

· Give the letter names of notes on the grand staff up to 2 ledger lines above or below the staff

· Identify 2nds, 3rds, 4ths, 5ths, 6ths, 7ths and octave by distance only on a pictured keyboard and staff

· Recognize and/or write the pattern on whole and half steps for major and harmonic minor scales

· On a pictured keyboard, complete major triads built on white keys by marking 


the middle note with an X

Level 5

· Write in the counting for rhythm examples in  2/4, 3/4 and 4/4, 3/8 or 6/8 meter.  Rhythms may include eighth notes and rests, quarter notes and rests, dotted quarter followed by eighth note, half notes and rests, dotted half notes, whole notes and rests, eighth note triplets and upbeats.

· Write the sharps in order and the flats in order.  (Teachers please note:  this is by letter name and symbol only, not on the staff.)

· Identify major key signatures

· Identify written major and perfect intervals on the staff, giving distance and quality, built on any white key

· Identify triads on a pictured keyboard as major or minor.  (Triads may be built on any white or black key.)

· Write white-key major and minor triads on the staff

· Add accidentals to form major, natural minor, or harmonic minor scales built on white keys

Level 6

· Using examples provided, complete the measures by filling in the missing beats.  Examples may be in any meter.

· Identify major, minor and perfect intervals on the staff, giving distance and quality, built on any white key

· Write major, minor and perfect intervals on the staff, up only, from white keys

· Identify major key signatures and give the relative minors

· Write major key signatures

· Identify and write major and minor triads on the staff (built on any white or black key)

Level 7

· Using example provided, complete the measures by filling in the missing beats.  Examples may be in any meter.

· Identify and/or write double sharps and double flats

· Identity major, minor and perfect intervals on the staff, giving distance and quality, built on any key

· Write major and minor scales (natural and harmonic forms) built on white keys

· Identify major key signatures and give the relative minors

· Write major, minor, augmented, and diminished triads in root position on the staff

Level 8

· Using examples provided, complete the measures by filling in the missing beats.  Examples may be in any meter.

· Write major, natural minor and harmonic minor scales, beginning on any key

· Identify and write parallel and relative minor scales

· Write major, minor, and perfect intervals in any key, up and down

· Write augmented and diminished 4ths, 5ths, and octaves, up only, in any key

· Write major, minor augmented and diminished triads in any inversion

· Identify dominant seventh, major seventh and minor seventh chords, root position, in any key

· Write white key dominant seventh chords in any inversion

Level 9

· Write in the counting for rhythm examples in any meter.  Write each half beat (example:  “1 & 2 &”) into examples using any combination of notes and rests through 32nds, including triplets and upbeats.

· Identify major, natural, harmonic and melodic minor, whole tone and pentatonic scales and white key modes

· Write major, natural, harmonic and melodic minor scales, beginning on any key, and white key modes

· Write major, minor and perfect intervals, up and down, from any note

· Write augmented and diminished 4ths, 5ths and octaves, up and down, from any note

· Identify tritones as augmented 4ths or diminished 5ths

· Identify and write major seventh, minor seventh, and dominant seventh chords, root position and inversions, in any key

· Identify the key signature of an excerpt

Level 10

· Write major, natural minor, harmonic minor, melodic minor, whole tone, chromatic, modal or pentatonic scales, beginning on any key

· Identify and write major, minor, dominant, half-diminished and fully-diminished seventh chords, in root position and inversions, in any key

· Analyze the chords in a hymn.  Give the chord name (i.e. F Major, g minor, etc.) for each beat and draw an X through non-harmonic tones

· Identify the key, mode or scale of an excerpt.
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
